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ESTABLISHING SAFE MEDICAL SYSTEMS :
FUTURE STRATEGIES TO PREVENT MEDICAL ACCIDENTS AND
IN-HOSPITAL INFECTION

The most important thing for medical institutions is building systems to provide safe medical
treatments to patients, and for that purpose, every person who works in an institution should be
responsible. In this symposium, six presenters discussed what should be done to prevent medical
accidents and hospital infection.

Dr. Naoki Ishige of National Chiba Hospital, discussed how medical systems such as DRG./PPS
are affecting the occurrence of medical accidents. Dr. Sayomi lida, of National Minamiwakayama
Hospital, talked about how clinical passes can provide safety in hospitals. Also, as a clinical engineering
technician, Mr. Tsutomu Meguro of International Medical Center, discussed the danger of having
too much dependency on medical equipment.

Regarding problems of hospital infection, Dr. Toyotaka Ota of Mimihara Ootori Hospital,
told us his experience of dealing with Serratia marcescens infection in his hospital. It was Dr.
Havato Fujii of Prevention of Infection Subsection, Community Medicine Section, Public Health and
Welfare Bureau, Kyoto City, who reported on the epidemiological research of Serratia marcescens
in the hospital and how to prevent it. Lastly, Dr. Shinichi Oka of International Medical Center,
concluded the symposium by sharing his experiences dealing with the SARS epidemic and gave us
some suggestions about how to deal with new infectious diseases.
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
